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WASHINGTON UPDATE
TREA National President, Justin Jump

As we greeted the New Year, TREA welcomed the Trump-Vance Admin-
istration to Washington, along with 63 new Members of the U.S. House of
Representatives and 9 new members of the U.S. Senate to begin the 119th
Congress, which officially convened on January 3, 2025.

As we begin to work with the new Administration and the 119th Congress
to preserve and expand the healthcare and benefits you've earned, we'd like to share with you
several key legislative updates, appointments, and events that have occurred over the past sev-
eral months.

Veterans Day 2024

On November 11, 2024, TREA’s former National President, Deb Oelschig, was honored to join
President Joe Biden, First Lady Jill Biden, Vice President Kamala Harris, Second Gentlemen
Doug Emhoff, and members of the Presidential Cabinet at an event honoring our nation’s fallen
servicemembers and veterans at The White House.

After the event, she joined myself, Executive Director Debbie Osborne, and members of TREA’s
Board to participate in ceremonies at Arlington National Cemetery, where we heard from former
President Joe Biden, former Secretary of Defense Llyod Austin, and former Secretary of Veter-
ans Affairs Denis McDonough. After the ceremony, we were honored to lay a wreath at the Tomb
of the Unknown Soldier on behalf of enlisted servicemembers, Veterans, and their families.

Legislator of the Year Award

On November 20, 2024, TREA’s former President Deb
Oelschig and Executive Director Deb Osborne were proud
to present Congressman Mike Levin with our annual
Legislator of the Year Award on Capitol Hill.

As a member of the House Veterans Affairs Committee,
Congressman Levin has been an extraordinary advocate
on behalf of service members, veterans, and their families.
In addition to fighting for your hard-earned benefits, Con-
gressman Levin introduced several key pieces of legisla-
tion that aligned directly with TREA GIVES priorities to address food insecurity, homelessness,
and mental health services. We look forward to working with him in the 119th Congress!

Trump-Biden Administration

On January 20, 2025, President Donald Trump and Vice President J.D. Vance were inaugurated
on Capitol Hill to begin their 4-year term leading the United States Government.

Before inauguration day, several high-profile confirmation hearings in the Senate had already
taken place. On January 14, 2025, Secretary of Defense nominee Pete Hegseth testified in front
of the Senate Committee on Armed Services, and is expected to be confirmed by the Senate to
lead the U.S. Department of Defense. On January 21, 2025, Secretary of the VA nominee Doug
Collins testified in front of the Senate Committee on Veterans Affairs, where is also expected to
be confirmed by the Senate to lead the U.S. Department of Veterans Affairs.

TREA looks forward to working with President Trump, Vice President Vance, Secretary Hegseth,
and Secretary Collins to ensure your benefits are protected and expanded for years to come.

118th Congress

At the end of the 118th Congress, TREA was pleased to see Congress pass the FY25 National
Defense Authorization Act (NDAA), which was signed into law by President Biden. The $884 billion
legislation addressed many challenges impacting service members and their families with sever-
al TREA backed provisions, including a 14.5% pay increase for junior enlisted members and 4.5%
increase across the rest of the Armed Forces, increased Basic Needs Allowance for low-income
families, and employment support for military spouses.

After nearly a 2-year effort, TREA was also thrilled to see the Senator Elizabeth Dole 21st Century
Veterans Healthcare and Benefits Improvement Act passed Congress and was signed into law by
President Biden. The bill contained dozens of TREA backed, bipartisan and bicameral bills that ad-
dress some ofthe mosturgentneeds of veterans and caregiverstoinclude improving veterans’ men-
tal health and long-term care services, the VA’s caregiver program, veterans’ homeless programs,
expanding dental care, educational assistance, burial benefits and more.

119th Congress

As the 119th Congress continues to take shape, several key leaders were appointed over the last
several weeks. Congressman Mike Johnson was elected Speaker of the House, and Congressman
Hakeem Jeffries was elected as Minority Leader. In the Senate, Senator John Thune (R-SD) was
elected as Majority leader, and Senator Chuck Schumer (D-NY) was elected as Minority Leader.
For veterans’ affairs, Congressman Mike Bost (R-IL) was reappointed as Chairman of the House
Veterans Affairs Committee, along with Congressman Mark Takano (D-CA) as Ranking Member.
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WASHINGTON UPDATE - CONT.

In the Senate, Senator Jerry Moran (R-KS) was appointed as Chairman of the Senate Veterans
Affairs Committee, along with Senator Richard Blumenthal (D-CT) as Ranking Member.

For active-duty and reserve affairs, Congressman Mike Rogers (R-AL) was appointed as
Chairman of the House Armed Services Committee, along with Congressman Adam Smith
(D-WA) as Ranking Member. In the Senate, Senator Roger Wicker (R-MS) was appointed as
Chairman of the Senate Armed Services Committee, along with Senator Jack Reed (D-RI) as
Ranking Member.

We congratulate and look forward to working with House and Senate leadership to advance our
priorities over the next 2 years.

Looking Ahead

TREA will continue to fight for your hard-earned benefits in the 119th Congress, including our
long-standing priority to ensure Congress passes the Major Richard Star Act. Under current
law, servicemembers who are medically retired due to combat-related injuries before reaching
20 years of service are prevented from collecting both their service earned retirement pay and
VA disability compensation. These two benefits, established by Congress for entirely different
reasons, are nonetheless subject to a statutory offset. The Major Richard Star Act will authorize
concurrent receipt of DoD retired pay, for years of service, and VA disability compensation for
injuries incurred in service. Once passed, this legislation will be another small step in correcting
a larger concurrent receipt issue.

In addition to the Major Richard Star Act, TREA has several legislative priorities we hope to
see considered this year, including strengthening presumptive policies to ensure toxic-exposed
veterans receive earned benefits in a timely manner, eliminating gaps in mental health care
and suicide prevention, enhancing long-term care by providing assisted-living and increasing
caregiver support, and protecting veterans benefits and services by ending PAYGO offsets
and budget caps that cut funding. We look forward to working with the White House, VA, DoD,
Congress, and our veteran and military service organization partners to accomplish these goals.

NEW MEDICARE PART B PREMIUM CHANGES FOR 2025

Medicare, the federal health insurance program for individuals 65 and older, provides essential cover-
age, including Medicare Part B, which helps cover outpatient care, doctor visits, preventive services,
and some home health services. For 2025, changes in how Part B premiums are calculated will affect
beneficiaries’ monthly payments.

The Medicare Part B premium is an amount that beneficiaries pay for outpatient services. This premi-
um is typically deducted from a person’s Social Security check. In the past, premiums have generally
increased yearly, reflecting rising healthcare costs, administrative expenses, and inflation-related adjust-
ments. The Income-Related Monthly Adjustment Amount (IRMAA) is calculated on a sliding scale, with
five income brackets topping out at $500,000 and $750,000 for individual and joint filings, respectively.
These figures change annually with inflation.

Key Changes for 2025

« 2025 Structure: In 2025, the IRMAA starts at $185.00, an increase of $10.60 from 2024, per month
for individuals with income up to $106,000 or couples with income up to $212,000. For higher income
levels, beneficiaries pay more, with the highest premium reaching $628.90 per month for individuals
with incomes exceeding $500,000 (or $750,000 for couples). CLICK HERE FOR THE FULL IRMMA

* Adjustment for Medicare Trust Fund Solvency
Another significant shift in 2025 is that Medicare Part B premiums will more closely reflect the solvency
of the Medicare Trust Fund. The Medicare Part B program is funded through premiums from benefi-
ciaries and general revenue from the federal government. If the trust fund faces financial challenges,
premiums may rise to ensure the program can continue covering beneficiaries’ medical expenses.

This adjustment comes at a time when there are concerns about Medicare’s long-term sustainability,
particularly given the increasing aging population and rising healthcare costs.

* Impact on the Premiums for the Highest Earners
High-income beneficiaries are likely to see significant premium increases in 2025. The increase is
based on income levels reported on tax returns from two years prior (e.g., 2023 income will affect
2025 premiums). The income brackets for high earners will likely be more tightly adjusted to inflation,
meaning those previously just under the high-income thresholds may find themselves in the next high-
er bracket, resulting in a premium increase.

* Potential Reduction in Standard Premiums for Some Beneficiaries
While higher-income earners will likely see an increase in their monthly premiums, those on the
lower end of the income spectrum may see their premiums stay flat or experience a modest reduc-
tion. These reductions, however, will be based on overall Medicare program efficiency and factors like
healthcare inflation rates.

Why the Changes?

These adjustments to the Medicare Part B premium structure are part of broader efforts to improve
the program’s long-term fiscal health. Additionally, these changes aim to more accurately reflect in-
come disparities among beneficiaries, ensuring that those who can afford to contribute more to the
system are doing so while also providing relief to lower-income seniors.

What Should Beneficiaries Do?

* Review your income status: If you anticipate a significant change in your income in the next few
years, it's a good idea to monitor the new Medicare rules regarding income-related premiums to
understand how they affect you.

« Stay informed: The Social Security Administration typically announces updates to Medicare pre-
miums each fall. It's important to stay informed about these changes to avoid surprises when your
premium notice arrives.

+ Consider financial assistance options: If you are concerned about how these changes might
impact your budget, consider exploring Medicare Savings Programs or speaking with a financial
advisor to better plan for healthcare costs.

Conclusion

The changes to Medicare Part B premiums in 2025 reflect the government’s efforts to adapt the
prgram to the evolving needs of a growing population of seniors while addressing concerns about its
long-term financial sustainability. While the impact of these changes will vary depending on a ben-
eficiary’s income level, they will likely result in increased premiums for some, particularly those with
higher incomes. Beneficiaries should stay updated on these changes and plan accordingly to maintain
access to the care and services they need.

The new Medicare Part premium structure will not reduce Social Security checks for most
Social Security recipients. The “hold harmless” provision of the Social Security Act, which we
have written about before in the VOICE, prevents payments from being reduced due to Medicare
premium increases.
